HFNC Inc’s activities and events in March 2026  
 

Special Meeting on Thurs 19 March at HIRL, 7.30 pm.  Our guest speaker will be Geoff Lay, a 

naturalist/photographer from Melbourne.  His presentation will be on Australia, land of contrasts.  Geoff 

will show diverse and beautiful images collected from many years of travelling in Australia.   

 

Geoff describes his interests thus: I have been a keen bushwalker, traveller, naturalist and photographer 

for almost 60 years.  My ambition is to photograph every plant and fungus in Australia.  After 57 years I 

am 27% of the way there!  

 

Geoff donated 13,000 flora images to the Royal Botanic Gardens when Flora of Victoria was put on the 

Web.  He also has fungi and flora photos in many publications and regularly gives talks to field naturalists, 

plant societies, Landcare, U3A and similar groups throughout Victoria and interstate.  

 

This presentation will cover a land of ragged mountain ranges, of droughts and sweeping plains.  A 

celebration of a lifetime experience of the multitude of vibrant colours, textures and moods of our 

landscapes.  We will explore every State from the seaside to the highest snowy alps.  Compare the green 

mountains of the east to the red deserts of the centre, deep gorges of the Pilbara to lush rainforests in our 

north, all begird by stormy seas.  The many landscapes will be accompanied by flora and fungus that 

highlight each colour.  Imagine blue lakes, green forests, brown ridges, orange cliffs, red soils, yellow 

wattles, white snow, black skies – and not a building in sight!
