Killarney West = the small, freshwater, coastal wetland adjacent (NW) to the oval at Killarney Beach
Killarney Mid = the coastal freshwater swamp on Sheedys Rd, adjacent to Killarney Beach Rd
Killarney East = the large swamp east of, and at high water running into, the Sheedys Rd swamp

Killarney Beach = the 7 km beach from, and including, Rutledge Cutting beach west to Killarney Boat Ramp
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
